Mission Statement

What is GPS?

The Global Positioning System (GPS) incorporates a fully functional satellite navigation system. A constellation of more than twenty four (24) GPS satellites broadcasts precise timing signals by radio waves to GPS receivers, allowing them to accurately determine the location of your vehicle (longitude, latitude, and altitude) in any weather, day or night, anywhere on Earth.

What is GPS Tracking and Location?

GPS Tracking involves the use of GPS devices to accurately track and locate target vehicles.

The basic components of a vehicle monitoring systems are:

1. Mobile GPS unit installed in the vehicle

2. Communication network to connect the GPS unit to EBSL’s monitoring station

3. A digital map of the target area on which the exact position of the vehicle is plotted


GPS vehicle tracking systems consists of:

· GPS receiver (mostly: 12 channel parallel GPS receiver)

· A cellular modem installed in the vehicle. 

· The vehicle monitoring system is accessed on a PC using a special monitoring program. The location of the vehicle is displayed on a digital map showing movement as it occurs. 

EBSL’s GPS hardware includes:

· Automatic Vehicle Location Unit (one (1) year warranty)
· Panic Button (optional)

· LCD Screen (optional)

EBSL’s GPS Tracking Features and Services:

· Identifies: (1) the precise location of the vehicle (2) date (3) time (4) speed (speedometer) (5) direction of the target vehicle (6) data logging that shows a detailed route history of vehicle/s or fleet (7) the length of time a vehicle was parked in a particular location (8) the closest EBSL response vehicle to an address or landmark.

· Secured online access on a standard web browser via EBSL’s GPS Website for clients to view their GPS locations and other
GPS information
 on an easy-to-use tracking system. From this application you can also generate reports, set alerts to the vehicle’s LCD screen and stay in complete contact and control of your mobile fleet. 

· The panic button alerts the operator at the central station of any emergency and that help is required.

· Customized automatic alerts that are sent to SMS mobile phones, email address and EBSL’s monitoring station simultaneously.

· Alarm inputs and relay outputs off the vehicle alarm system where EBSL’s monitoring station is alerted when the car alarm has been activated and subsequently notifies the client via phone, SMS and/ or e-mail.

· Custom reports of GPS location positions and other valuable GPS information.

· Geofence capability with automatic alerts
 

· Preset speed limit capability with automatic alerts
  

· Remote engine disable capability of target vehicle 

· Remote block engine capability for target vehicle if alarm is tripped

· Roadside assistance for disabled vehicles with wrecker support

Benefits and Uses

· Acts as a deterrent to theft and aids in the recovery of stolen vehicles. There is an expected 98% recovery rate for stolen or hijacked vehicles. This is anticipated to occur before the vehicle can be stripped or damaged. This in turn would significantly reduce the compensation cost to insurance companies. 

· Fleet management – EBSL’s GPS provides fleet-based companies with a comprehensive solution for tracking, reporting and managing its fleet. EBSL’s GPS has display capabilities to show the locations of an entire fleet at a glance. Companies that have delivery vehicles can log the vehicle’s route, how fast the vehicle was driven, where the vehicle stopped and for how long the vehicle was stopped as well as the current location and direction. This can prove to increase customer service and productivity through better vehicle scheduling, as well as enhance security of vehicles and safeguards drivers. 
· Response to any emergency: If a driver suspects he / she is being followed, by simply pressing the panic button, our monitoring station will immediately dispatch the closest mobile response unit to intercept the target vehicle. 
· If the current payment of a company’s vehicle is overdue, the system can locate the vehicle and remotely block or shut down the engine rendering the car immobile.

· EBSL’s GPS tracking system would prove highly beneficial to car rental companies. If the return of the rental car is overdue, the system can remotely block the engine from starting or kill the engine on command, as well as locate the current position of the vehicle.

· Roadside assistance - In the event of a stalled car, flat tire, dead battery or any other vehicular problem, the driver can call the monitoring station, which in turn would contact and dispatch the respective roadside assistance service. This is especially beneficial for elderly drivers or if the vehicle is stalled in a high risk area.

Core Strengths:

Reliability, Accuracy and Affordability

EBSL boasts a five (5) second acquisition time accurate to within one (1) metre of the GPS device. EBSL’s GPS communicates over our own secure GSM network and not via RF (radio frequency) which is subject to dead spots due to terrain or shared GPRS Internet which is subject to data traffic congestion at peak times.  Operating our own network reduces our operational costs, guarantees our quality of service and reduces the monthly fees to our clients. 

Technical Security

EBSL employs two different vehicle tracking systems. Each system has its own dedicated server - one as the active server and the other as the redundant server. Both servers are on-line 24/7/365 and switchover is instantaneous.

Detailed Mapping 

EBSL uses several different map formats for display but our tracking map of Trinidad is the most detailed map available and is updated every two (2) months.

EBSL Mobile Response Teams

The true value of any locator tracking service is the mobile response attached to the service. EBSL has the finest trained response teams on call to respond to any emergency or crisis situation. In addition, EBSL has several mobile units on the roads 24/7 placed at strategic locations throughout Trinidad to respond to our clients needs in the shortest possible times. 

Future Initiatives: EBSL will soon raise the bar on our mobile response service by incorporating motorcycles into our mobile response fleet to ensure that even in the heaviest of traffic periods, EBSL will respond in the shortest possible time. These motorcycle patrols will also be strategically positioned to support the vehicle response teams and vice versa widening our present coverage area.
